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INTRODUCTION

Pakistan is Federal State consisting of four provinces, Punjab, Sindh, North West Frontier Province and Balochistan and three Federally controlled territories, Islamabad Capital Territory, Northern Areas and Tribal Areas. The Constitution stipulates that in the provinces the responsibility for crime prevention and control and the administration of justice primarily rests with the respective provincial governments. The Federal Government, however, has three Organization namely Federal Investigation Agency (FIA) responsible to Investigate such offenses placed on its charter committed in connection with the affairs Federal Government,. National Accountability Bureau (NAB) for investigation of corruption cases and financial crime and Anti Narcotics Force (ANF) dealing with drugs related offences. 

       Pakistan was freed by the British in 1947. As a young nation of Islam it had inherited Common law to settle civil disputes and criminal matters. The existing Criminal Justice system in Pakistan is prevailing since its inception without any major structural changes. However, the numbers of courts have been increased over the years for providing speedy justice to the people at their door steps. 

CRIME SITUATION IN PAKISTAN 
During last eight years 3.91 million criminal cases were reported to police in different parts of Pakistan. Year wise description of reported crime is at Annexure “A”.
Insufficient strength of the police Force creates opportunities for offenders. The situation is further aggravated due to lack of education which indeed is a contributing factor for offending behavior because most of the offenders are unaware of the damage which they cause to the society. Illiterate people often never know their rights and responsibilities towards the community. 

REASONS AND BACKGROUND OF CRIME IN PAKISTAN 

Unemployment, poverty Drug abuse, drug trafficking and proliferation of arms are the major factor besides others, which pose a serious threat to our society. These problems are relatively new but in a short time have assumed alarming proportions. In fact, problems of Drug and Proliferation are inter-linked as they mostly originated from the same region i.e the tribal belt separating Pakistan and Afghanistan and both result in an up-surge in violent crime.

Drugs 

Heroin was unknown in Pakistan till 1979, but subsequently it has spread alarmingly. The number of known Heroin users swelled from 5000 in 1980 to 365,000 in 1985 and crossed the million mark in 1988. The number stands at over 1.92 million approximately in 1993. Prevalence among males in the age (15-45) years, there are 500,000 regular heroin users and drug injectors- an alarming high rate on international standard. It is the most popular drug used by 60% of the drug users.

Proliferation of Arms 
After the Afghan war in 1979 and influx of Afghan people in Pakistan, the illegal arms activity has increased rapidly. The Arms and Ammunition are sold in the tribal areas of N.W.F.P and Balochistan Province. From there it finds its way to down districts and other parts of the country and are used in various crimes. 

(c)
Low Literacy Rate
Apart from drugs and proliferation of arms, low literacy rate which is just 52%, also one of the main reason of increasing crime in Pakistan. 

(d)
Delay in Court Procedure
Unfortunately the court proceedings in Pakistan are not expeditious. As a result, people try to settle their disputes at their own as due to the slow process of the cases in Courts people get disappointed and lose their faith in fair justice. On the other hand, it encourages the offenders and results in violent crime.

Urbanization
The Urban population throughout the country has increased rapidly which shows that every third person now lives in a city or town. The biggest city of Pakistan is Karachi with a population of 12.777 million followed by Lahore which has a population of 7.000 million. Almost half of the total urban population lives in seven big cities of Pakistan. Urbanization leads to a variety of complex problem not least of which is, urban crime. This includes organized criminal gangs, drug trafficking, armed robberies, frauds and land grabbing. Moreover, urban industrialization also results in contamination of air, water and soil causing environmental pollution. 

MAINTENANCE OF THE RULE OF

LAW IN PAKISTAN

(a)
The Criminal Justice System and Legal Institutions 

Every law abiding citizen to-day needs the umbrella of the law enforcement for peaceful coexistence with protection of person and property from crimes and criminals. The prevention of crimes and the society’s tranquility is every government’s top priority in the 21st Century. A paramount principle of the criminal justice system is that an accused is punished only after his guilt is proved beyond a shadow of doubt. Similarly, justice demands that in trial of a civil case, the dispute must be decided strictly in accordance with law and on the principles of equity, justice and fair play. In our country, a serious drawback of the administration of justice is delay. Delays invariable occur in the disposal of civil and criminal cases. Unusual delays occur in the disposal of cases by the courts. The caused of back log and delays are diversed and profound arising due to factors both inside and out side Courts and legal / procedural gaps / lacunae. Justice delayed is, undoubtedly, justice denied. Various Law Reform Commissions and Committees carried out an exhaustive examination of the procedural laws and rules and suggested appropriate measures for reform thereof. The requirements of justice demand that sufficient time and adequate opportunities should be made available to the litigant parties and accused persons to state their cases and put across their defense before the court of law. In the process delays may occur but it should be tolerated and condoned if it is in the interest of justice and fair disposal of case. 

The agencies of criminal justice system are charged in every nation with rule of law as law enforcers. It composed of police, prosecution, courts, probation, corrections (prisons) and parole, are charged to deal with offenders indulged in all sort of criminal activities. At the same time the law enforcement agencies, as the main social defensive force, are taking preventive measures to protect innocent citizens from being victimized by the fugitives. The concept of criminal justice refers to the agencies of government charged with the enforcement of law, the investigation (interview, information and interrogation) of suspects, prosecution of those in judicial custody or on court remand and trial of criminals. The study of criminal justice system involves the analysis of how these institutions bring law and order in society. Criminal justice agencies are responsible for social control over behaviors dangerous and destructive to peaceful human life or outlaw the outright. Society maintains other forms of social control, such as the family, schools, morality and religions, while the agencies of criminal justice system are responsible to control crime and punish criminals. The criminal Justice system of Pakistan, like most countries, mainly consists upon of 4 sub-system: police, prosecutors, courts, corrections and Parole. 

• COMPONENTS OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE:


The basic components of criminal justice system are the various police agencies, levels of prosecutors, varying judicial jurisdiction, courts, community based corrections, closed treatment in prisons (corrections) or rehabilitation program in the community at different levels of government controlled parole or Community / NGOs. They operate on local (District / City), provincial (state) and Federal levels. Each component is further divided into layers of functionary duties at each level of government. The system of law enforcement operates like spider-web and each component within the system is responsible for specific task. Four main components of criminal justice are discussed further one by one.  
 

• POLICE 

There are specific Federal and Provincial law enforcement organs of state in operation at one given time in Pakistan Some agencies are merely watch and ward type, while others are responsible to investigate variety of crimes at different level of the government. In each province, the Provincial Police Officer (PPO) is responsible for the command and control of the  police force under him. The PPO is also responsible for advising the government on all matters concerning the police. For operational purposes, every PPO area of responsibility is divided into Ranges, Districts, Sub-Divisions and police Stations, each headed by Chief Police Officer (CPO), District Police officer (DPO), District Superintendent of Police, and Station House Officer (Inspector or Sub-Inspector), respectively. The main function of the police is to prevent the commission of crime by 

(i) collecting relevant information

(ii) providing security to localities 

(iii) registering crimes

(iv) preserving evidence

(v) identifying and protecting the witnesses of crime.
(vi)
Maintaining public order

(vii)
Traffic control 

Some of these tasks are also carried out by private and other public law enforcement agencies such as Customs & Excise, Anti-narcotics Force, Forest department and departments of local authorities 

On the other hand, investigation of some special crime are carried out by  more professional and specialized agencies like FIA & NAB. 


Capital territory Police and Northern Area Police follow the same Organization as described above. The Federally Administered Tribal Areas are controlled through a Government functionary, known as “Political Agent” who is assisted by the Force known as “Levis”

• FEDERAL INVESTIGATION AGENCY (FIA)

It is an investigation agency established at Federal level through FIA Act, 1974 for investigation of offences committed in connection with the affairs of the Federal Government and specially placed on its charter. The following is organizational structure of the Agency.
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The following is existing mandate of FIA:

• PROSECUTION 

Prosecution represents state playing a vital role to find truth whether or not the suspect has committed crime. Police registers the case and then investigates, prepares and presents the case to the District Attorneys, for prosecution. Prosecution presents the case to the court, questions witnesses and provides valid evidence to support prosecution. The chief prosecutor in the Federal Government is the Attorney General of Pakistan, who is assisted by a number of Deputy Attorney Generals in the Supreme Court of Pakistan. similarly, the High Court in each province is represented by an Advocate General assisted by a number of Deputy Advocate Generals and Assistant Advocate Generals. At the District court, the District Attorney performs the function and assisted by Assistant District Attorneys. The main Functions of prosecution is:- 

i)
Preparing cases for prosecution 

ii)
Prosecuting cases in all the courts 

iii)
Preparing cases for appeal against acquittal in the High Court and  Supreme Court through Standing Counsel and Attorney General / Deputy Attorney General.

• COURTS

The administration of criminal justice is enforced through the courts, the Supreme Court (highest judicial forum) at Federal level while High Courts at provincial levels. Besides the High Courts, the lower Judiciary include eight classes of criminal courts i.e Courts of Session at district levels Senior Civil Judge, Civil Judge 1st class, civil Judge of 2nd class, civil Judge of 3rd class, Judicial Magistrate Section 30, Judicial Magistrate of 1st class and Special Judicial Magistrate 1st class. Besides, Federal Shariat (Islamic Laws) Court also enjoys the status of High Court. It has all the powers to look into prevailing laws & to prevent enforcement of any  law which is repugnant to the basic Islamic Principals of Law or Islamic Jurisprudence 


The Supreme Court acts as the ultimate appellate court, while the Federal Shariat Court and the High Courts have both original and appellate jurisdictions. Courts of District & Sessions Judges are working in every district, and the Sessions judges can pass any sentence authorized by law. In every district, judicial Magistrates are appointed and they are subordinate to Sessions judges and may try all offences not punishable with death. A number of Special Courts have also been constituted from time to time to deal with specific offences like terrorism, The structure hierarchy of courts is shown at Annexure “B” banking offences, smuggling, evasion of taxes, corruption and Immigration Offences. The main functions of Courts are :-

 Handing and processing cases efficiently

Deciding on bail, remands, and mode of trial

Passing sentence

Hearing appeals against conviction and acquittal

Providing a public arena so that justice can be seen being done

• PRISONS (CORRECTIONS) :

In Pakistan out of a total 97 jails, there are 25 Central jails, 46 District Jails, 01 Special Jails, and 13 open/sub jails each. Central jail can accommodate more than 500 prisoners.
Following the criminal trial, the offender enters prison (correctional system). Prisons are charged with administering the post arrest judicial lock ups for the under-trial, post-adjudicatory care, custody and control of the charged offenders and treatment of the convicted criminals. The offenders, depending upon the seriousness of the crime. There are different types of institutions to hold different types of convicted offenders, under trials, children, women and political prisoners. Jails and judicial convicted offenders for a shorter period of time. But the prisons or correctional institutions provides care, custody, and control to those who are convicted for longer periods of time. 



Pakistan is one of those many countries where neither the prison facilities were expanded nor diversionary measures were adopted to cope with increasing crime and population rate. This has lead to a grave situation. At many places, the number of inmates is three times more than the available authorized prison accommodation. The double number of prisoners, than capacity to house, is common.

The main duties of jail Authorities are:- 
i)
Holding persons remanded in custody by the courts 

ii)
Holding sentenced offenders 

iii)
Maintaining proper conditions for those held in custody 

iv)
Preparing inmates for release 

v)
Attempting to rehabilitate offenders
• PAROLE:



Parole is a release of an offender into the community, usually, after spending one third of the good conduct sentence, under the supervisions of parole officer. In Pakistan parole is granted by the parole board, while in Pakistan, it is left up to the Additional Home Secretary (prisons) after verification of District Police boss and District Co-Ordination Officer (DDO). The purpose of parole is to allow well behaved convicted persons nearer his/ her family.  

• PROBATION:


Probation is a form of sentence but conditional release in the community under the supervision of a state or voluntary probation officer. It is granted by the Judge in lieu of imprisonment. It is a legal disposition that allows the convicted offender to remain in the community, subject to conditions of being supervised as imposed by the court order.  A probationer can be brought back to the prison if probation is revoked due to violation of probation conditions or for committing another crime by the probationer.
• Crime Prevention 


Crime prevention is not the sole prerogative of the police. Other key presenter’s include local authority departments, centrally or locally funded bodies from the voluntary sector, private security firms, other commercial organizations and members of the public. Whilst increasingly prevention involves joint working amongst these groups, the police are involved to different degrees in four forms of prevention. They have a near –monopoly on enforcement – though others also have a role, most obviously local authorities and private security companies. They also have an important role in situational prevention, in identifying problems and solutions, and implementing these or in persuading others to take action. They have tended to be involved to a much lesser degree in criminality prevention. 

A crime prevention strategy describes the provision made for systematically assigning action to pre-empt criminal behaviors. Action takes a vast array of differing physical and social forms: from architectural design to zoning differing land uses, and of course zero tolerance. The aim of any strategy is to target preventive activities where they will be effective. Crime prevention strategies can be put into four categories – enforcement, situational prevention, community/social prevention, and enforcement, situational prevention, community/social prevention, and rehabilitation – these are sometimes not implemented in isolation, but as a package. 
EXISTING LAWS


Following laws are regulating our criminal justice institution to control crime in Pakistan
• Pakistan Penal Code (PPC) of 1860
Pakistan Penal Code of 1860 has been kept updated with many subsequent amendments. Major categories of offences include:

a) Offences against the State; 

b) Offences against Public Tranquility; 

c) Offences by or relating to Public Servants; 

d) Offences relating to Elections; 

e) Offences affecting the Human Body; and 

f) Offences against Property. 

• Following the process of Islamization, the penal laws that have been added over the past 15 years are as follows: 

a) Offences against property (Enforcement of Hadood) Ordinance, 1979;

(Zina included cases of rape, adultery & un-natural sexual offences)

b) Offences of Zina Ordinance, 1979; 

(Qazaf means libel or imprecation)

c) Offence of Qazf (Enforcement of Hodood) Ordinance, 1979;

d) Qisas and Diyat Ordinance, 1992.
(Qisas: money paid by the murderer to the heirs of murdered persons according to their satisfaction, as provided in Islamic Law) 

(Diyat:   Money paid by the offender to a person whom he has caused injuries / hurt.)

In addition to the Penal Code and Islamic Offences, there also are many offences covered under “Local and Special Laws”. These include Drug Offences, gambling offences, and minor traffic offences. 

• Criminal Procedure Code (Cr. P.C)
The main law regulating criminal procedure is the Code of Criminal Procedure of 1898.  The Code classifies offences into two categories; Cognizable Offences and Non-Cognizable Offences. A police officer is empowered to arrest the accused without warrant, only where the allegation concerns the commission of a cognizable offence. The Criminal Procedure Code also categorizes some offences as bail able and other as non-bailable , depending on the seriousness of the offence. Likewise, some offences are compoundable and other non-compoundable. Under the Qisas and Diyat Ordinance of 1992, all offences affecting the human body, which were earlier covered by the Pakistan Penal Code, have been made compoundable. According to the spirit of Islamic Law.
• Law of Evidence
The issue of admissibility and relevance of evidence in criminal cases are governed by the Qanun-e-Shahdat (Law of Evidence) Order of 1984. A Peculiar feature of the Law of Evidence is that any statement made before a police officer is not admissible as evidence (except the portion which leads to the discovery of a material fact).

STEPS TAKEN TO PROMOTE THE RULE OF LAW



The Government of Pakistan while taking other legislative measure has also taken steps towards a major educational effort to change people’s attitude towards crime. We all know that no civilized society has the resources to enforce laws if there is not a predisposition to disobey. Hence we have to change people’s attitude towards Crime pointing out the material & moral damage it causes.
LEGISLATIVE MEASURES 

(a)
Control of Narcotics Substance Act
A number of measures have been adopted to fight this multi-dimensional problem. Simultaneous efforts on the legislative, administrative and enforcement side have been taken briefly these measures are; 

· Control of Narcotics Substances Ordinance promulgated on 5th January 1995, and introduced Act in 1997. 

· Progressive punishment from two years to death has been prescribed. 

· Money laundering declared as a distinct crime. 

· Comprehensive provisions for civil & criminal forfeiture of assets. 

· Creation of special courts for speedy disposal. 

· Provision for registration of drug addicts. 

· First time detoxification and treatment made statutory obligation of Government.

· National fund for drug abuse control set up. 

· Extension of drug laws to Tribal Areas. 

· Special Courts of Magistrates to try petty offences. Higher Special Courts would therefore focus more on important cases. 

· Compulsion to include public witnesses in narcotics seizures dispensed with. 

· No bail for offences punishable with five years or more. For other offences no bail if public prosecutor so certifies. 

· Anti-money laundering provisions reinforced. 

· The offences punishable for 3 year or more are non-bailable.  

· Controlled delivery operations legalized. 

· Comprehensive provision to enhance international co-operation added. 

• Anti-Narcotics Force
Anti-Narcotics Force is dealing particularly with offences relating to drug production, manufacturing, offering for sale, or delivery on any terms, organizing, trafficking in or financing the trafficking of narcotics drugs, psychotropic substances or controlled substances. 

(b) Anti-Terrorism Act 1997

In addition to specialized provincial agencies, special Investigation Group (SIG) has been established at Federal level in FIA. This dedicated unit comprises on senior investigators and financial / forensic experts. Crime scene analysis, Anti Money Laundering and terrorist financing are the area of expertise of SIG. It is also maintaining central data base of terrorists and provides mutual legal assistance to the law enforcement agencies at international level in terrorism related matters.
· Armed/civil forces may be called for the prevention/punishment of terrorist activities. 

· Progressive punishment from seven years imprisonment, life imprisonment and death penalty. 

· Protection of witness by the court. 

· Two years conviction and fine after summery procedure for threatening the witness. 

· Special courts to decide cases within seven days (day to day hearing). 

· Adjournment only up to two working days, only if required in the interest of justice. 

· Transfer of cases beyond territorial jurisdiction in the interest of justice or for the protection of witnesses. 

· Confession before Deputy Superintendent of police and above is admissible before the court. Court may call for video tape together with devices used for the recording of confession. 

· Punishment up to two years for defective investigation. 

· Appeal to the appellate tribunal of two Judges, in each High Court. 

• Anti-Terrorist Courts and Banking Tribunals 


The Government has set up anti-terrorist courts for speedy trial of offenders to punish and convict them and to save the community from the fear of re-offending.


Banking tribunals are set up to deal with the banking frauds and money laundering cases. 

• CORRECTIONAL MEASURES

        The main step towards correctional measures is the establishment of National Fund for Control of Drug Abuse. The fund will depend on grants from the Federal Government or Provincial Governments, the sale proceeds of any assets forfeited the sale proceeds of unserviceable commodities and vehicles provided by the donors for narcotics control purposes, any grant made by any person or institution and any income from the investment of the amount credited to the Fund. The Fund shall meet the expenditure incurred in connection with control and eradication of trafficking in or treatment of drug addicts and for all or any of the related purposes, as may be specified by the Federal Government.
